
Defense Verdict in Motor Vehicle vs. Motorcycle Accident – August 28, 2009
Case:  Wilbur v. Stockar – CV024454

On August 23, 2003, Defendant Patrick Stockar, driving a truck towing a trailer, made a left turn across a two lane roadway believing there was sufficient room to complete the turn safely.  The Plaintiff Wilbur, traveling on a motorcycle in the opposite direction, collided with the rear portion of the truck towing the trailer.

Liability was disputed.  The Defendant alleged the Plaintiff was speeding and was inattentive.

Plaintiff sustained severe injuries involving multiple fractures of his legs, resulting in 12 surgeries and a residual non-union of a fracture that remained at the time of trial.  Plaintiff asked the jury for past and future medical expenses in the amount of $706,650.00, an estimated $450,000.00 for lost wages, and $6 to $9 million for general damages, based on a life expectancy of 49 years.  

The jury found for the defense, awarding the plaintiff nothing.
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
